It is recommended for all 11 -12
grade students with average or better grades in English and German.

Course Objectives:

Students will demonstrate and expand the use, understanding and practice of advanced reading and communication
skills in the target German language. Students will progress through instructed materials, with the goal of language
practice and application, and achieving an advanced leve! of proficiency. Students will be enriched and provide further
insight of the cuiture of the German-speaking people through authentic, basic reading selections.

Major Activities to Support Course Objectives:

The use of various published reading materials may include short essays, stories and poems in the German language. The
reading selections will include various forms of comprehension and communication exercises, sustained reading practice
and discussion. Students will demonstrate comprehension and understanding through various forms of assassment.
